Environmental Legislation

Fighting phosphates

They destroy fish and plant life in rivers and,iralitely, the Chesapeake Bay. Sen. Mike
Brubaker pushes bill banning phosphates in comn&imasher detergents.

LANCASTER COUNTY, PA —

Every time you start your automatic dishwasher,rgoprobably piping a substance destructive to disth plant
life into the Conestoga and Susquehanna rivers awdntually, the Chesapeake Bay. That substance?
Phosphorus.

It is mixed into almost all popular brands of ditergent to loosen grime and keep your dishesfepat But
after it goes down the drain and passes throughewaser treatment plants, some of it is releaséu rivers
and lakes, where it can collect and slowly choleedkygen out of the water.



In a proposal gaining momentum in the state Sermeegever, the detergent industry would be bannenh fr
making, selling or distributing any dishwasher sé@phousehold use that contains phosphorus ahigsnical
compound, phosphate.

State Sen. Mike Brubaker, the bill's author, sasdpnoposal is the result of environmental concenmd federal
guidelines that require municipal water treatmdan{s to reduce drastically the amount of phosphahey
release back into waterways. "The guidelines plteof pressure on our local governments and sewage
treatment plants,” said Brubaker, a Republican fidarwick Township. "The most cost-effective meaos f
them is to reduce the phosphorus that comes in.

"The question becomes: Where is the phosphorusngpfmom? Between 7 and 10 percent of phosphorus is
coming from the product that people use in thehdiashing machines," Brubaker said this morning.

Brubaker's bill would amend the Phosphate Detergentof 1989 to virtually eliminate the householseuof
soaps that contain phosphates by July 1, 2010nBssés such as restaurants and institutions susthasls
and hospitals still would be allowed to use them.

The bill would allow only trace levels of phospheru0.5 percent by weight - for household use. Det&s
such as Cascade and Electra-Sol are now permitieahtain as much as 8.7 percent.

The proposal, Senate Bill 1017, was approved unaumgty by the nine members of the Senate Environahent
Resources and Energy Committee on Tuesday. If ¢éhat8 and House pass the bill and Gov. Ed Rendel s
it, Pennsylvania will become only the second statbe nation to approve such a ban.

Washington became the first to pass such a law0@62 The legislation there was designed to protect
waterways and complement an existing ban therehosghorus in laundry detergent.

The Soap and Detergent Association, a Washingtad,, irade association for the cleaning-produatsistry,
argues that such bans produce little or no envieoriai benefits. Nonetheless, it supports the mowiminate
its use of phosphorus by 2010.

"Is our contribution significant enough to haveealreffect on the environment? The answer is raag Bennis
Griesing, a lobbyist for the industry. "After thiate of Washington banned it in 2006, our compalueked at
it and said, 'We could fight this in every statee Wbn't want to do that.’

"There's optimism that we have a new catalog ofedignts that will result in a product that is gueble to
consumers," Griesing said. "What is intended hackvehy we're asking for the 2010 date is thatighpoing to
be a national rollout of new products. We're ndhgdo do state-by-state, region-by-region. Andneed time
to build new chemical plants.”

Until the mid-1990s, phosphorus also had been tsedake laundry detergent, to make clothes brigtigat
the industry was able to find alternatives

Thomas W. Beauduy, deputy director of the SusquehaRiver Basin Commission, wrote the original
phosphorus ban in the mid-1980s. The law provided several exceptions, including the one allowing
dishwasher detergents to continue to use the sulesta

"The industry did not have the science to developoa-phosphate detergent for commercial, industral
residential use that was economically viable,” s@ghuduy. "It was always the view that as the s@en
advanced, one or more exceptions might be revoked.



"That day has come," he said.

He said Brubaker's measure could reduce the anwuphosphorus that makes its way into Pennsylhania’
rivers and streams. But it also will mean that roipal water treatment plants won't have to workasl and
spend as much to remove the substance.

"With the reduction, they'll be able to operate enefficiently and less costly," he said.
