Reliant Energy’s plant in Hunterstown is an 810-megawatt combined-cycle power plant located on 89 acres of a 307-acre brownfield industrial site between Granite Station Road and Hunterstown Road in Straban Township, Adams County.  The facility began operation in 2003, providing electric power to Pennsylvania, New Jersey, Maryland, Delaware, Northern Virginia and Washington D.C. during periods of moderate to high electricity demand.
