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2005 MATHCOUNTS WRAP-UP

The Reading Chapter, with its usual help from Spotts, Stevens & McCoy,
completed another successful MATHCOUNTS season — our 22™. Mark
Stabolepszy, P.E. again served as coordinator for the event, which culminated with
the Chapter competition on February 12 at Alvernia College.

121 students representing 19 Berks County schools competed this year, while
Pennsylvania again led the nation with 394 schools participating statewide.
Wyomissing Area Junior Senior High School continued its team dominance, guided
by veteran coach Loretta Minear, but Exeter Junior High School finished a close
second. Thisyear’s countdown round was particularly fast paced and exciting,
with very few incorrect answers, and several students making runs up the ladder.
John Taormina again made his way to the State competition, improving on last
year’ s fourth place finish with a second place finish.
