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2008 MATHCOUNTS WRAP-UP

The Reading Chapter, with its usual help from Spotts, Stevens & McCoy, completed another successful
MATHCOUNTS season — our 25™. Mark Stabolepszy, P.E. again served as coordinator for the event, which
culminated with the Chapter competition on February 9 at Alvernia College.

96 students representing 15 Berks County schools competed this year, while Pennsylvania again led the
nation in total school registrations. This year’s team competition was again a close one, with Boyertown
Junior High West claiming the team title, led by coach Kristy Parish. La Salle Academy finished second,
followed very closely by Exeter Township Junior High School in third place. They were coached by Gail
Ambrose and Kathy Topper, respectively. On the individual side the countdown round was, as usual, fast
paced and exciting, with another Reading Chapter first — Matt Weidner becoming the first 6™ grader to win
the individual championship.

The individual place winners were:

e 1% place — Matt Weidner — Brandywine Heights Middle School

e 2" place — Brett Kelly — Boyertown Junior High School West

e 3"place — Colleen O’Rourke — Wyomissing Area Jr/Sr High School

e 4" place — Sean Dolan — La Salle Academy

Kris Stauffer, Don Bullock and Daniel Kleinhemn rounded out the first place Boyertown West team.

The top four individuals as well as the top team will compete at the State competition, which is scheduled for
March 29 at the Sheraton Harrisburg-Hershey Hotel in Harrisburg. The State competition includes the top
individuals and teams from each of Pennsylvania’s 24 PSPE chapters, usually totaling over 150 students.
The top four individuals from the state competition will form Pennsylvania’s team for the national
competition, to be held in Denver, Colorado in May.

The competition is open to all schools — public, private or homeschool — with grades 6, 7 or 8. Each school
may send one team of up to four students and up to four additional students who compete only in the
individual competition. The competition consists of two separate written rounds, in which all individual and
team competitors participate, and a written team round, in which each team completes one test. The final
team standings are based solely upon the written results. The written results are initially used to determine
the top ten ranking individuals. These ten then compete head to head, starting with ten and nine. The winner
advances to compete against number eight, and so forth, until the champion is crowned. Final individual
rankings are based upon the results of the head to head round, which is called the countdown round.
